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2008 ALUMNUS OF THE YEAR

Throughout her life, Judith Ann Menear Ebbitt-Glover
(1963) took the phrase “bloom where you are planted”
seriously — as a student, and into her professional life, in
her personal life, including gardening, and in her spiritual
life. Judy began her nursing career at Parma Community
General Hospital. While there she entered Heidelberg
College, and left with a major in Psychology B.A., and her
husband Hal. Hal, being in the Army, took Judy to bloom in
Georgia, where she was a student nurse instructor, and
then back to Ohio to continue as a student nurse instructor
in Steubenville. The next move was to Fort Bragg, NC, and
Judy began what would become her professional and
personal legacy. Her first task was with patterning of young
brain damaged children. She continued this journey with
physically abused children and their families in Okinawa,
Japan. Returning back to North Carolina, she resumed
teaching but added Pediatrics, Maternity and Newborn, and
Psychiatric nursing. Judy became a Pediatric Nurse
Practitioner in 1981. By this time she had become a single
Mom with two wonderful children, Stephen and Karen. Judy
fit it all together, parent — educator — visiting nurse —
volunteer, and then added a new marriage with Bob
Glover. As a Pediatric Nurse Practitioner, Judy was
instrumental in improving the well-child clinics of the Lorain
County Health Department. This activity spring-boarded
into coordinating clinics with Cleveland Metro’s Neonatal
ICU and Comprehensive Care Clinics into Lorain County to
serve high risk and premature infants and those children
with multiple medical problems and physical handicaps.
Judy didn’t stop there. She wanted student nurses to have
these pediatric experiences beyond hospital walls. She
made it happen. Two field clinical affiliations, one from
Ashland University, and one from Akron University. To this
she added the Bureau for Children with Medical Handicap
Program, a Communicable Disease Program... expanding
it to include new programs like AID’S education, public
health nursing, and school health services. Not knowing
what else to do, the Lorain County Health Department did
the only thing that made sense — they made Judy
supervisor over all these programs. Add to the above, over
ensuing years, the addition of a Teen Mom program, in
which she worked to help the Mom stay in school, but also
have trained day-car providers. In 1991 Judy received her
certification as a Health Education Specialist. This took
Judy and her professional activities of caring for and
treating children from birth to 19 years of age, into places
few of us had trod. Into schools, homes, group homes,
detention centers, church social halls, and all types of
social organizations’ meeting sites. Wherever, and
whenever the need presented, Judy responded. Judy’s life
has been a unique example of the Spirit of Nursing. There
is no way to measure the number of lives Judy has touched
or the lasting impact of that touch. It's enough to know it
was done. As | started this epitaph, Judy took the phrase
“bloom where you are planted” seriously. | have no doubts
Judy is blooming in God’s Universe, and is very busy with
her eternal life. | thank the Alumni for giving posthumously,
